In terms of presentation at school, has your child been levelled at 4 or higher on Early Years or Sheffield Support Grid?

We wish the conversation to be based around what is in place and what you hope to achieve (Outcomes). 
Following an agreement to open the pupil to targeted support, you will be asked to complete a referral which includes a Sensory Checklist and Social Communication Checklist.
The pupil will be opened onto our caseload, whilst the support is in place.
Outcomes and rating scale will be completed and revisited after support from the ASCETS to measure impact.
